Syttende Mai (the 17th of May) or Grunnlovsdagen (Constitution Day) marks Norway’s 
independence from Sweden and is a celebration of the 1814 signing of the Norwegian 
constitution.  The celebrations of Syttende Mai began informally, but after 1864, the day 
became more officially established and is now a national holiday.

All over Norway, parades of school children occur with students carrying flags and 
wearing red, white and blue ribbons.  Public parades are led by marching bands and often 
preceded or followed by speeches.  In Oslo, the Norwegian Royal Family waves to 

passing processions from the palace balcony.  Bunads are worn by many adults, making 
the 17th of May a very colorful celebration.

May is the month when spring really blooms in Norway, and this influences the menu of 

the day.  Typically, hot dogs and ice cream are served along with desserts and cakes.  
Barbecues are also common. 

In the United States, Syttende Mai is recognized by many people of Norwegian descent 

and those organizations such as the Sons of Norway may hold special celebrations.  One 
example is in Spring Grove, MN, where an annual citywide Syttende Mai festival has taken 
place since 1973.  This year they will be hosting the National Lutefisk Eating Champion-
ship on May 20th during their festival.   All Pro Eating Promotions will handle all the 
contest details.
